G. THESIS 30
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Explanatory notes:

The master Cognitive Artificial Intelligence consists of a full-time two-year
master programme of 120 ECTS. The 60 ECTS of the first year are spent on
4 mandatory courses (30 ECTS) and 4 optional courses (30 ECTS).

In addition to the courses, all CAl master students devote half (30 ECTS) of
their second year to research work which results in writing a master’s thesis.
The destination of the remaining half year (30 ECTS) depends on the
particular profile of the master programme. In the research-oriented P-profile it
is devoted to research, possibly carried out in the context of a research
internship; in the societal M-profile it is spent on an internship in a company,
optionally in combination with one or more management courses; and in the
C&E-profile the internship in the field of communication and education may be
combined with one or more didactic courses.

Recommended courses are ‘guaranteed’ courses; the CAl Educational School
guarantees that they are taught for CAl students, and the recommended
courses from each track are scheduled so that they do not overlap. Other
possible courses are merely suggestions. Student should find out for
themselves whether they are actually offered, and whether the schedules
overlap or not.

Students are allowed to combine recommended courses from different tracks.

A study plan may not contain more than 4 courses offered by the department
of Computer Science, or by Linguistics, or by Psychology.
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
